Climatograph Assignment: Toronto, Then and Now
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Read the inquiry activity C4 on pages 270-271 in your textbook and follow the steps outlined in the procedure.  Record your answers in the space below.

Many of the questions asked in the section “Forming Conclusions” require that you infer an answer.  Recall that inferring means to conclude by reasoning, which means you must deduce, interpret, judge, reach conclusions, read between lines, read into, reason, speculate, suppose, surmise, and think carefully about the information you are reading.

1. Before studying the data, predict how you think Toronto’s climate changed (discuss temperature and precipitation) in the last 150 years.  (2 marks - C)
2. Complete the tables below.  (2 marks - C)

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Table 7.7 Climate Data for Toronto, ON, 1971-2000
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3. Construct your two climatographs as described in “Constructing a Climatograph” on page 270 on graph paper.     Use as much space as the graph paper allows for an accurate analysis. (8 marks – C)
**Make sure your ranges are the same for both graphs.  This means, for example, if you choose 0-100 mm as your range for precipitation in the first graph, it must also be the same range in the second graph.   Your ranges for temperature and precipitation may be different.**

4. Study each climatograph.  Write a few sentences on each, describing the data, such as monthly data changes and if you think that temperature and precipitation are related.  (4 marks - T/I)
5. Compare the two climatographs, and describe any differences you observe between them.  Explain any differences.  (4 marks - T/I)
Forming Conclusions
6. What factors could have affected the climate between 1840 and now?  (2 marks - A)
7. Would you feel confident making a statement about climate change in Toronto based on this information?  If you answered ‘yes,’ why and what would the statement be?  If you answered ‘no,’ why not?  (2 marks - A)
8. Why would you construct climatographs for data averaged over a number of years instead of just an individual year?
