	This course enables students to deepen their understanding of chemistry through the study of organic chemistry, the structure and properties of matter, energy changes and rates of reaction, equilibrium in chemical systems, and electrochemistry. Students will further develop their problem-solving and investigation skills as they investigate chemical processes, and will refine their ability to communicate scientific information. Emphasis will be placed on the importance of chemistry in everyday life and on evaluating the impact of chemical technology on the environment.

	Attendance Policy

• Regular and punctual attendance is essential for academic success.

Uniform Policy

• Students are expected to be in full uniform at all times.

• Students who are out of uniform will only be admitted to class with a Uniform Slip from an administrator. 

Behaviour

Every student is expected to behave in a highly responsible manner for the welfare of all students and for his/her own success. Always listen to and follow the teacher’s instructions. Respect everyone and everything in the classroom.
Meeting Deadlines: 

It is the student’s responsibility to complete all work and assignments by the due date. Where there is an extenuating circumstance, the onus is on the student to provide documentation before the due date, and to consult and negotiate with the teacher regarding all missed work.  Some due dates are non-negotiable (e.g. labs, presentations).  If assignments are not completed, and course expectations have not been met, they cannot be evaluated.  This will impact on the final grade.  If the student does not submit completed assigned tasks on the due date, that work may not be assessed or evaluated.  At the end of the Unit or reporting period, the teacher will determine whether there is sufficient evidence of achievement of the curriculum expectations.

Late Assignment Policy

All assignments are due to the teacher at the beginning of class on the due date.  If an assignment is to be submitted late...

DUE TO ILLNESS, you will be expected to hand in the assignment on the day you return to school. However, only assignments accompanied by a signed note from your parent/guardian will be accepted. The note must state a legitimate reason for your absence on the assignment due date, and acknowledge that the absence resulted in an assignment being submitted late.  If a student is away due to illness more than once on due dates, a doctor’s note may be required.
FOR ANY OTHER REASON, you MUST make arrangements with your teacher ON or PRIOR TO the due date for an alternate date of submission. In addition, only assignments accompanied by a signed note from your parent/guardian will be accepted. The note must state a legitimate reason for the assignment being submitted late. Failure to do so will result in a grade of ZERO being assigned.

No late assignments will be accepted for evaluation purposes once that given assignment has been returned to the class. 

Missed Test Policy

Where a student misses exams, tests or assignments considered to be culminating tasks for summative evaluation purposes, a medical note may be requested as determined by school policy.  If you are aware that you will be unable to attend class on a test day (due to a legitimate reason:  i.e. school excursion, appointment, or illness), please inform your teacher in advance and s/he will schedule an alternative time for you to write the test.

· Students who miss a test as a result of signing in late MUST immediately inform their teacher of their late arrival to school.  Students should be prepared to make up the test that day, either on lunch or after school.  

· Students who miss a test as a result of signing out early MUST inform their teacher of their sign out PRIOR to leaving school property.  If the sign out is for a legitimate reason with parental approval, students should be prepared to write the test on the day they return to school. 

· All students who are absent for a test will be expected to write the test on the day they return to school.  In order to write the makeup test, a signed note from the student’s parent/guardian must be received upon the student’s return to school.  The note must state a legitimate reason for absence, and acknowledge that the absence resulted in missing a unit test.  

Suspensions

Any assignment that is assigned previous to the suspension, but due on a day that a student is suspended must still be submitted on the day it is due.  In other words, the student must find someone else to submit their work for them on the due date.  

Students who miss a quiz or a test as a result of a suspension will be expected to consult with their classroom teacher regarding missed tests and assignments upon their return and be prepared to write it on the day s/he returns to school.  

Cheating and Plagiarism 

Plagiarism is the act of passing off someone else’s work as your own.  Cheating or plagiarism will result in the student receiving a mark of zero on the assigned task.  Students are advised to use the following website for proper documenting of resources:  http://owl.english.purdue.edu

CONTACT LENS AGREEMENT:

The use of contact lenses in some laboratory environments can pose a danger to the eyes and/or the lens.  Some chemical companies and universities forbid the use of contact lenses even when protected by safety goggles. 1. Should an accident occur which involves splashing chemicals into the eye, the lens may hold the chemical in the eye.

2. In such an accident as described above, the time it takes to remove the lens is added to the time before washing and/or medication can be administered.

3. Soft contact lenses may increase the risk because they may pick up chemicals which enter the air as fumes.  In such cases damage may occur to the lens, if not the eye.
